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INTRODUCTION OF DUAL EDUCATION IN HIGHER EDUCATION
INSTITUTIONS OF MOLDOVA: ULIM’S CASE

Abstract. The dual system of higher education, a form of study that links academic studies at higher education institutions with
practical training in enterprises, has become steadily more important in recent years. Knowledge based relevant education is
strategically important for the economic growth and social development of any country or region. Universities offering cooperative
and work-integrated education have a comparative advantage in providing their graduates with capabilities needed on the labor
market. They face the challenge to develop an internationalization strategy that reflects the practice-orientation of their study
programs. This paper analyzes the approach of Free International University of Moldova (ULIM) as one of the first Moldova's
universities to integrate academic studies and work experience, under the Erasmus + COOPERA project "Integrating Dual
Higher Education in Moldova and Ukraine" (ref. no. 617490-EPP-1-2020-1-MD-EPPKA2-CBHE-SP). The aim of the project is
to integrate dual higher education in partner countries in general, and to improve work capacity and individual development, to
increase compatibility and continuity between the requirements of the business environment and the initial training of university
students and to achieve a better high economic efficiency and social integration, in particular. This paper outlines the key features
of the Dual Higher Education Model (DHEM) that was developed and which will be used to pilot DHE within ULIM in the 2022
academic year:

Introduction. In a study on the role of higher education in the knowledge society, the authors
Kriiger and Jiménez have formulated the thesis that the essence of higher education is to provide
scientific rationality to the general system of action including the labour market [1]. This does not
mean that higher education is naturally linked to research, but that it is based on the same rational
principles and that it is oriented towards the transmission of this scientific rationality as a form
of social behaviour. This has been and is the essential contribution of the university and higher
education to the knowledge society. And this essence of university higher education must also be
preserved in dual studies based on learning in work processes. Losing this essence, universities
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have the risk of becoming an educational institution substitutable for any other type of training
centre.

What do we consider dual studies? The term ‘dual studies’ comes from the vocational training
of German-speaking countries and it was introduced later into higher education. One of the
pioneering initiatives was the model developed in the German region Baden-Wiirttemberg at the
beginning of the 1970s, which became a higher education institution, the Duale Hochschule Baden
Wiirttemberg (DHBW), with around 33,000 students.

The DHBW is the first university in Germany to integrate academic studies and practical
experience. Almost 40 years ago, the model of the University was initiated by large German
companies —among others Robert Bosch and Daimler-Benz. Its unique characteristics are the result
of participation of training companies in the university and the integration of work experience in
all study programs.

The key feature of the dual, practice-oriented degree program was the alternation of 3-month
phases with students studying theoretical concepts at the university and receiving practical training
from an enterprise or social institution. The students have an employment contract and throughout
the entire period, they earn a monthly salary and have an insurance status of employees. The
curricula combine practical training with more than 9,000 cooperating companies, with the
university education aiming to provide both practice-oriented and academic-based theoretical
knowledge.

This model has subsequently been expanded to other German HEIs, generally universities of
applied sciences or academies of higher education. Research universities also participate, but to a
much lesser degree.

In CEDEFOP's glossary (2014), dual training is referred to as a form of alternating training
that combines teaching periods in an educational or training centre with other periods of work
stages in a workplace [2, p. 27]. This alternation may take place in daily, weekly, monthly or
annual intervals, depending on the country and the applicable statute, and the participants may
have a contractual relationship with the employer and/or receive remuneration. CEDEFOP (2016)
highlights that dual learning, in the strict sense of the term, implies that the apprentice has the
status of employee and receives remuneration for this work, which generally implies a contractual
relationship [3, p. 9].

Dual studies must be clearly distinguished from practices; the latter can be classified in two
types:

- Internships associated with educational programs that are an optional or mandatory part of a
curriculum, traditionally in initial vocational training. During decades, internships have been an
integral part of the academic curriculum at the university level.

- Internships associated with active measures to improve the labour market, focused at the
unemployed with the explicit aim of facilitating their transition from unemployment to the labour
market by helping them to acquire work experience.

According to a 2014 study, 'dual studies' in higher education is defined as follows: "Dual study
programmes combine elements of the vocational education and training system and the higher
education system - especially in terms of curricula, teaching staff, and funding - thereby connecting
the learning environments of the firm and the hlgher education institution or vocational academy
(Berufsakademie) in coordinated and systematic ways" [4, p. 11]. Specifically, it means that HEIs
and companies develop curricula within the legal framework in such a way that, additionally to
education and training at HEIs, the students receive training by professionals in the companies
and that the company assumes the costs of the training during the period of the internship and
guarantees the salary of the students/workers.

Based on this analysis, together with the review of higher education strategies in cooperation
between universities and companies from countries such as Austria, Spain, Estonia, Finland, France,
Italy and Portugal, the Erasmus+ ApprEnt project (Apprenticeships/Work-based learning, ref. no.
585163-EPP-1-2017-1-BE-EPPKA3-VET APPREN) developed an operational definition based
on CEDEFOP's proposals in order to be able to analyse strategies in all participating countries that
could lead to dual study schemes in the future. This operational definition includes five points:

1. Apprenticeship alternates between two places: the company and the HEI.

2. The formative modality of learning includes an employment contract or other type of formal
agreement that links the student and the company, and that, in some cases, also includes the HEIs.

3. Students receive remuneration in the form of a salary, allowance or similar for their work, as
they have a contractual link with the company.

4. It is either a form of formal training or continuous training.
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5. Successful completion of the program involves obtaining a qualification, part of a qualification,
and the student receives an official certificate.

To these 5 points, the ApprEnt project adds an additional point that they consider essential for
the quality of the programmes:

6. Programs must have an academic tutor and professional mentor that cover both aspects of the
learning process: academic and practical. In this way HEIs and companies assume their respective
responsibilities to provide meaningful learning opportunities for the training process both in the
training centres and in the workplace. The student is offered the opportunity to acquire knowledge,
skills and aptitudes in order to exercise the professions associated with the program [5].

The dual system in the Republic of Moldova. It should be noted that in the Republic of
Moldova, currently, no legislative framework exists to regulate dual university studies. The
reference is the legislation on dual vocational training studies.

Two references can be taken, on the one hand, the regulation of internships in university education
and, on the other hand, the regulation of dual studies in the framework of vocational training.

In the Republic of Moldova, dual education has been implemented at the technical vocational
level since 2014, at the initiative of the Ministry of Education and Research of the Republic of
Mo%gova, with the involvement of the Chamber of Commerce and Industry of the Republic of
Moldova.

Since 2016 and until now, the Ministry of Education and Research of the Republic of Moldova
in the implementation of dual technical vocational education is supported, including financially, by
the German Federal Ministry for Economic Cooperation and Development and the Swiss Agency
for Development and Cooperation through the project “Promoting VET for a Green Economy”.
The main purpose of this support is to facilitate the training of skilled labour in the Republic of
Moldova, according to the needs of local employers and foreign investors through dual education,
which is an alternative form of technical vocational education. The Education Code of the Republic
of Moldova specifies that in technical vocational education for certain trades / professions dual
education may be applied, under the conditions established by the Ministry of Education and
Research through coordination with other relevant central bodies and interested economic
agents. Dual education takes place in parallel in technical vocational education institutions and in
enterprises or other economic units [6].

Regarding the higher education institutions in the Republic of Moldova, the use of the dual
system in the training of future specialists is not attested.

Thus, it becomes necessary to identify a viable DHE (DHEM) model, adapted to the specific
socio-economic context of the Republic of Moldova, which would ensure a viable dual I})ﬁgher
education implementation process.

At the same time, DHEM, implemented in the Republic of Moldova, must meet the following
requirements:

- The main objective of DHEM is to contribute to the organization of a training process for
future specialists, to ensure the national economy with highly qualified staff, who possess not only
theoretical knowledge but also practical skills;

- DHEM must correspond to the specifics of the existing economic and cultural context in the
Republic of Moldova. It should be kept in mind that until today there have been no examples of
close collaboration between universities and companies in the training of future specialists, each
working in this direction independently. Thus, the second major objective of DHEM is to reflect
the needs of all stakeholders and motivate them to be activefy involved. Only through the joint
effort of economic units and higher education institutions will it be possible to implement viable
dual higher education in the Republic of Moldova;

- DHEM needs to take into account the interests of students, who will have more tasks to do
compare to those who traditionally study at universities. Ongoing mentoring by both institutions
and companies should be ensured for appropriate guidance at each stage of the study process;

- DHEM must comply with the requirements of the National Qualifications Framework and
the Higher Bachelor's Degree Framework Plan (Cycle 1) from 2020, which sets out the basic
requirements for the development, revision and modification of the Curricula developed by higher
education institutions in Republic of Moldova [7].

Key features of the ULIM model. To identify the current needs of employers and their attitude
towards cooperation with academia and to analyse the prospects for tﬁe development of dual
education in higher education institutions in the Republic of Moldova and Ukraine, an empirical
research has been conducted through a questionnaire sent to respondents from both countries [7].

The study was carried out within the Erasmus + COOPERA project "Integration of dual
higher education in Moldova and Ukraine", ref. no. 617490-EPP-1-2020-1-MD-EPPKA2-CBHE-
SP (Eroject webpage https://coopera-project.ase.md/).

The selection of the respondents-organizations was made by the higher education institutions

participating in the COOPERA project. From the Republic ofy Moldova: Academy of Economic
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Studies of Moldova (ASEM), Technical University of Moldova (TUM) and Free International
University of Moldova (ULIM), and from Ukraine: State Univeraity "Uzhhorod National
University" (UzhNU), KROK University (KROK), V.N. Karazin Kharkiv National University
(KhNU) and Odessa National University of Economics (ONEU).

The choice of companies was made from the perspective of further cooperation and the existence
of a link with the study programs, in which DHE is to be implemented. Also, as the important
criterion in choosing the entities participating in the survey was their membership in various fields
of activity, to be located in different areas of the Republic of Moldova and Ukraine, as well as the
diversity of the size of enterprises.

Based on the study, we can conclude that companies are ready to get involved in the integration
of dual higher education in the Republic of Moldova and Ukraine. The organizations participating
in the survey expressed their willingness to contribute in various ways to the training of future
specialists with higher education.

The results of the study conducted allowed us to develop a model of DHE, adapted to the
existing context in the Republic of Moldova. Namely this DHEM will be used for piloting the dual
higher education within Free International University of Moldova in the academic year 2022-2023.

In the case of ULIM, it has been decided to redesign and pilot as Dual the existing master program
in Diplomacy, Security, Business and Communication provided by the Faculty of International
Relations, Po?;tical Sciences and Journalism.

The main objective of the master program in Diplomacy, Security, Business and Communication
is to train specialists capable of understanding and managing areas such as foreign and security
policy, combined with elements of international business and communication, giving students the
opportunity to practice in one of the sectors related to the complex fields of international relations
and / or international business. At the same time the study program aims at helping students to
increase %)rofessional and social skills, including interpersonal communication, flexibility, and
emotional intelligence, and also abilities to engage in critical thinking and problem-solving and
work in interdisciplinary, cross-functional teams.

The decision on piloting as dual the existing accredited master program was based on two
main reasons: firstly, there is a need in a closer and intensive connection between university and
companies in these fields of study in order to redefine and update university curricula to better
respond to labor market requirements and, secondly, students studying in these fields need more
in-company training to develop more social and professional skills.

An integrated model in the existing accredited master program was chosen for ULIM. The
integrated model will make it possible to facilitate certain advantages: it is not necessary to
develop a completely new curriculum and to attract a new academic staff, and it is possibrl}é to
organize lectures in larger groups. At the same time, it will be necessary to draw more attention to
the integration of the in-company training period in the educational process, without affecting the
quality of the teaching and learning activities at the university. Students who will choose the dual
education will continue their studies according to the curriculum, but will spent more time at the
company, where they will have the opportunity to receive practical vocational training and work
experience. Since the academic teaching material is supposed to be the same in regular and dual
training, students are free to change the form of their education from dual to regular or vice versa.

Following consultations with the potential ULIM dual partners, it was decided to choose the
following training model: 60% of the total number of study hours will be spent at the university,
40% at the company, with the alternation of agreed phases with students studying theoretical
concepts at the university and receiving training from tllmje enterprise or social institution.

All lectures and seminars will be held on the university campus and taught by tenured professors
and experts. Individual hours will be divided between the university and the company.

The distribution of the study / theoretical and practical hours between the university and
company will be organized according to a mixed model, combining both daily work hours/weekly
and monthly. Each semester has been divided into sections of academic training at the university
and practical experience in the partnering companies. The students continuously reflect on their
work experience and take that ‘know-how’ back to university. On the other hand, the academic
knowledge can directly be applied at the workplace. Therefore, academic environment and work
field are interwoven. In the 1st year of study, students will carry out learning activities (contact
hours) at the university, while spending, in parallel, 3 hours per day / 9 weeks per semester at the
company. In the 2nd year of study, the 3rd semester will be divided into two parts, the first one (10
weeks) including lectures and seminars at the university and the last one, including the internship
(5 weeks) - at the company. As of the 4th semester, students will work mostly at the company (14
weeks, February-AprilE and only one week (in May) at the university.

ULIM’s key stakeholders in establishing a dual partnership are: The Information and
Documentation Center on NATO in Moldova, Pro Marshall Center of the Republic of Moldova,
Charity Center for Refugees from Chisinau, Moldova-China Chamber of commerce and industry.
The collaboration between ULIM and the cooperating company will be carried out at all stages of
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the realization of the dual higher education. A close cooperation between professional delegated
mentors and academic tutors will be ensured. Tutors and mentors will be provided with additional
training to support the students. Representatives of the company will be involved in the curriculum
development process, so that the university curricula to correspond to labor market needs. They
will be invited to participate in the selection of potential students in the Ist year of study and the
training of professional skills in the real work environment. The students have an employment
contract and throughout the entire period, they may earn a monthly salary and have an insurance
status of employees.

The willingness of companies to support students during the study program crucially depends
on an adequate return on this investment in human capital. The latter 1s given when students
upon completion of their studies sign job contracts with their training companies and start their
professional career there.

Conclusion. The potential for a closer link between vocational training and academic education
has been clearly seen in discussions with managers from industry and representatives of various
industry organisations. Interest in participating in a dual system of higher education has repeatedly
been confirmed, yet at the same time clear limits have been expressed in terms of the organisational
and financial involvement. In all their discussions, the enterprises and industry organisations
have clearly outlined their desire for change towards a system of higher education incorporating
specialist practical work and oriented towards the labour market.

Reference has repeatedly been made here to the preliminary work by government or ministries
and a need has been formulated for framework conditions that are both favourable and based on
sustainable educational IE)olicy. More significantly, recognition of dual higher education by the
responsible ministry in the partner country are considered to be prerequisites for the commitment
of higher education institutions and enterprises or industrial organisations.

In conclusion, it is also important to point out that efforts are needed to adapt the regulatory
framework of the Republic of Moldova for the organization of dual higher education: changes in
the Education Code, the adoption of the draft Law on dual education, where dual higher education
should be regulated. It is also necessary to disseminate information about dual higher education
and to actively promote it in the business environment, in order to involve more local companies
to work togeﬂzer for the implementation of dual education.

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UKRAINE: POINTS OF GROWTH
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Abstract. The purpose of the article is to determine the points of growth and recovery of the economy on the basis of statistical
information and scientific publications based on the example of the Odesa region. It is proposed to consider the functioning of
special economic zones (SEZ) as such points of growth. Climatic, technological, technical, scientific, etc. components make it
possible to use this tool most effectively in the Odesa region. The main research methods were the method of scientific abstraction,
generalization, deduction and induction, the historical method, which creates a scientific basis for justifying certain measures
regarding the introduction of special economic zones. The introduction of special economic zones in the territories of ports,
recreation areas, the application of the SEZ ideology to subjects of food industry entrepreneurship, micro-territories with the
implementation of the principle of "Friendly attitude to the surrounding (green) environment" is proposed. The directions of changes
in the legislation of Ukraine during the implementation of the SEZ have been determined. The practical significance of the proposed
approaches lies in determining the benchmarks for post-war economic revival of the economy of both the region and the country.

RESEARCH ON THE DEVELOPMENT OF RURAL AREAS
TRANSCARPATHIAN REGION IN THE TERMS OF EUROPEAN
INTEGRATION PROCESSES

Abstract. The article’s purpose is to justify the research results on the development of rural areas of Zakarpattia Oblast in the
context of European integration processes. In the research process, the following were used: general scientific and unique forms
of scientific knowledge; monographic - for the development of professional publications on the specified issues; logical - for the
analysis of cooperation agreements of territorial communities; statistical and comparative - for analytical calculations of rural
districts of Zakarpattia Oblast for 2021, system approach - to make proposals for the development of rural areas. The rural areas
of the Transcarpathian region for 2021 were studied. It was established that within the Zakarpattia region, the largest population
is the Khust district with 267,333 people and an area of 3,180.3 km2, and the smallest is Rakhiv district with 82,397 people
and 1,843.7 km2. It has been established that active work is being done toward strategic aspects of international cooperation
within the Transcarpathian region. It is substantiated that among the nine cooperation agreements concluded by the communities
of the Transcarpathian region, common areas of cooperation are joint projects and delegation of powers in the spheres of
providing social, communal, and tourist services and improvement of municipal management in the field of architecture. Areas
of concern remain education, information, and communication, IT technologies and other modern technologies, improvement of
municipal administration, energy-saving infrastructure, prevention of artificial and other disasters, and introduction of energy-
efficient technologies. Accordingly, there is a need to disseminate information about the possibilities of educational directions for
developing territorial communities. From the beginning of 2022, 2 cooperation agreements of territorial communities have already
been concluded, depending on the interested spheres of activity. The practical significance of the research results lies in the fact
that the research results can be used in developing strategic directions for developing rural areas of the Transcarpathian region.

FOREIGN TRADE OF UKRAINE WITH THE EU: REFORMING THE
LEGISLATION OF UKRAINE IN THE ASPECT OF APPROACHING THE
LEGISLATION OF THE EU

Abstract. The purpose of the scientific article is to reveal the peculiarities of the reform of the legislation of Ukraine in the context of
approximation to the legislation of the EU in the field of foreign trade. It was determined that the proposed changes to the Customs
Code of Ukraine in accordance with the harmonization of EU legislation are of great importance for Ukrainian business. The
peculiarities of the bill on amendments to the Customs Code of Ukraine, necessary to ensure the international application of the
new computerized transit system NCTS and the expansion of the implementation of the provisions of the EU customs legislation,
were considered. It was established that in order to switch to the international application of NCTS, Ukraine needs to join the
Convention on the common transit procedure. It was found that Ukraine has already completed the NCTS testing process for
compliance with the provisions of the Convention on the Common Transit Procedure and is technically ready to join this convention.
It was determined that by joining the Convention on the Common Transit Procedure (NCTS), Ukrainian business will receive the
following advantages and simplifications: 1 transit declaration and 1 guarantee for moving goods between 36 countries (EU
member states and Great Britain, Turkey, Serbia, North Macedonia, Iceland, Norway, Liechtenstein and Switzerland), automated
enterprises will be able to send and receive goods at their enterprises without visiting the customs terminal, financial guarantees
will be valid in other 35 countries of the world. The provisions of draft law No. 7420, which provide for changes necessary to ensure
the international application of NCTS and further harmonization of the Customs Code of Ukraine with EU customs legislation,
were considered. It was noted that the relevant principles of reforming Ukrainian legislation in accordance with EU legislation in
the field of foreign trade should also be taken into account in the Recovery Plan of Ukraine in the context of European integration.

THE ANALYSIS OF THE UKRAINE‘S INTERNATIONAL COMPETITIVENESS
IN THE EUROPEAN INTEGRATION CONDITIONS

Abstract. The papers aim is to analyze the Ukraine's international competitiveness and the prospects for its improvement in
the European integration's conditions. The term "international competitiveness of the country” was systematized in the paper. It
was determined that the country's international competitiveness is a broad and ambiguous concept. From the side of economic
science, this concept is analyzed from several directions at once. The structure of the international competitiveness of the economy
and its individual elements is studied, the driving factors that influence changes in the state of international competitiveness are
identified, the mechanisms and directions for improving the state of international competitiveness of the country's economy as a
whole and its foreign trade system in particular are analyzed. The application of statistical methods for assessing the the country's
international competitiveness was summarized and substantiated. The place of Ukraine in the European competitive environment
was determined. The role of foreign trade in the system of the Ukraine s international competitiveness in the european integration's
conditions is characterized. The results of the paper demonstrate that in the conditions of crisis phenomena observed in the
Ukraine s economy in recent years, the efficiency of the country's functioning and its competitiveness have significantly decreased.

The problem formulation. At the current stage of world economy’s development, an
important problem is ensuring the country's competitiveness. The quality of the system of
economy’s international competitiveness characterizes the country's position in the world, and
also significantly affects its national security. The complexity and variety of forms and methods
of conducting foreign economic activity in today's conditions is the result of the construction of a

interrelationships modern system and interdependence of the world economies. In such conditions,
the concept of "economy’s international competitiveness" is associated with the concept of " the
country's economy sustainable development." The foreign economic activity success of the national
economy subjects forms the state of the economy's international competitiveness. Adaptation to
new challenges from the world economy becomes the most important task both for micro-level
entities and for the countries economies as a whole, the success of which lies precisely in the plane
of competitiveness. The Ukraine’s external integration into the global economic space plays an
important role in the the domestic economy development, which is why Ukraine is interested in a
favorable environment that would facilitate access to foreign markets and ensure stable trade flows
based on the constant increase in the domestic production competitiveness.

The Association Agreement between Ukraine and the European Union is a new format of
relations aimed at the creation of a deep and comprehensive free trade area (FTA) between Ukraine
and the EU and the gradual integration of Ukraine into the internal market of the European Union.
In 2022 Ukraine became a candidate country for the European Union.

The analysis of recent research and publications. Studying issues of increasing the country's
international competitiveness dedicated to the scientific work of Ukrainian and foreign scientists-
economists, such as: Chepelyuk M., Bazhenova O., Marchenko I., Artamonova H., Brenzovich K.,
Bersutska S., Kytsyuk I., Porter M., Krugman P. and others.

The unresolved parts of the overall problem. Despite the significant scientific achievements,
the scientists’s works and other publications, the problems of increasing Ukraine's international
competitiveness require further research aimed at identifying its prospects in the European
integration conditions.

The paper’s aim. The main paper’s aim is to analyze Ukraine's international competitiveness in
the European integration conditions.

The basic material. The approaches to defining the concept of "countries’s international
competitiveness " and its elements differ in a wide variety. Under the country’s competitiveness ,
economists have in mind several meanings, namely: its ability to produce and sell more material
assets than their competitors on world markets [1, p. 2]; its degree of ability to produce goods and
services under the conditions of a free and fair market [2, p. 25]; its economic possibility to pay for
the received funds [3, p. 197]; its ability to produce goods and services that meet the requirements
of world markets and create conditions for increasing state resources at a speed that allows for
sustainable GDP growth rates and the quality of life of the population at the level of world values
[4, p. 64-65].

The definition of the concept of "international competitiveness" is based on factors that can be
grouped into the following:

foreign trade. Define international competitiveness as the ability of countries to oppose
each other in world trade in the sense of expanding exports and limiting imports;

pricing. The quality of the economy to control the level of inflation in the country and to
maintain a "realistic" exchange rate and prices for goods or services that are acceptable to foreign
partners;

nonpricing. Availability of goods or services of national producers of defined quality
parameters, operational characteristics, conditions and timeliness of deliveries, means of
calculations, level of service and other close factors that ensure success in competition;

supporting. The ability of the state to provide support for the export activities of business
entities and to provide guarantees that protect against commercial, political and other types of
risks.

Thus, the country's economy international competitiveness is a broad and ambiguous term.

The competitiveness is ultimately realized through trade, determined by the presence of
competitive industries and industries in it. But the basis of competitive advantages is created at
all levels of social production, in particular, to a large extent due to structural restructuring and
effective industrial policy. Therefore, increasing the domestic producers competitiveness is the
most important priority of the country's social and economic policy.

It is proposed to use a wide range of scientific research methods, both general scientific and
multifactorial mathematical methods.

The main statistical indicators of the balance of foreign trade are:

index of the country's foreign trade volume per capita (Ift );

index of the share of foreign trade turnover in the country s GDP (I, );

the index of the specific weight of the country's exports to far-off countries in the country's
total exports, since the sale of products in more developed countries indicates the level of
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development of equipment and technologies, which allows satisfying the high needs of buyers

the index of the export-import coverage ratio, which reflects the balance of the country's
foreign trade (I_, ).
The calculation of the integral index of the country's international competitiveness is carried out
according to the formula:

Lic = vfftppfftmrnfexlexim (1)

The international competitiveness largely depends on the availability of three main factors of
production - natural resources, labor resources and capital; and three factors of the highest level -
infrastructure, scientific potential, level of education of the population. Also, in modern conditions,
the main competitive advantage is the technological separation from competitors, that is, the ability
of the country's leading structures to create new technologies and high-tech knowledge-intensive
products [5].

There are many indices for determining the countries’s competitiveness in the modern globalized
space, but the study proposes to conduct all calculations and comparative analyzes on the basis of
three authoritative integral indicators, which are calculated by analysts of the largest international
organizations and forums.

The Global Competitiveness Index (GCI) is a global study conducted by the World Economic
Forum that determines the ability of the economy to grow in the long term. In 2018, the methodology
for calculating GCI was updated. Such an update is conditioned by the need for more accurate
accounting of factors of global competitiveness in the conditions of the upcoming fourth industrial
revolution, hence the name GCI 4.0. Within the framework of the new methodology, factors
(drivers) of global competitiveness are grouped into 4 levels: creation of favorable conditions;
human capital; markets and innovation ecosystem [6]. As before, the levels of competitiveness are
divided into 12 sub-levels, the names of which are largely borrowed from the previous methodology,
but their filling with specific indicators and the calculation method are significantly different from
the previous versions of the rating, namely: institutions quality; infrastructure; macroeconomic
stability; health and primary education; higher education and professional training; the goods
and services market efficiency; the labor market efficiency; development of the financial market;
level of technological development; the the domestic market size; companies competitiveness;
innovative potential.

According to the 2019 rating , Ukraine has 85th place among 141 countries (the highest was
72nd in 2008, the lowest was 89th in 2010 and 2018) (see Fig. 1.)

Let's compare the Ukraine position in the 2019 GCI rating with the positions of EU countries

and other European countries (see Fig. 2.). As can be seen from fig. 2. Ukraine had one of the
lowest positions in the 2019 GCI rating among EU countries and other European countries. Only
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Moldova occupies a lower position. However, the Global Competitiveness Index also reveals
a number of problems that slow down the growth of the country's competitiveness. Research
conducted as part of the study of global competitiveness revealed the following main problems
of Ukraine competitiveness [7, p. 87]. The political instability factor (against the background of
the political crisis and war operations in Ukraine), corruption (the main barrier to the institutional
environment sustainable development) and difficult access to financing (the cause of which is the
underdevelopment of the financial sphere) became especially important and the Ukraine banking
sector instability, which are the key to the modern market economy sustainable development).

These problems are the biggest obstacles to Ukraine doing business and have a systemic and
deep nature, as evidenced by the low level with a tendency to further deterioration of Ukraine's
competitiveness.

The annual rating of global competitiveness (The IMD World Competitiveness Yearbook) is
also a global study calculated according to the methodology of the leading European Institute of
Management (Institute of Management Development, IMD), based in Lausanne (Switzerland) [9].

Under the country’s competitiveness, the Institute understands the ability of the national economy
to create and maintain an environment in which a competitive business emerges. The Institute has
been conducting annual analytical research on competitiveness since 1989 together with research
organizations around the world. Each country in the rating is evaluated based on an analysis of 330
criteria for four main indicators of key aspects of the country's economic life: the economy state;
government efficiency; the business environment state; the infrastructure state.

In 2020, new criteria were also added, reflecting the importance of achieving the UN Sustainable
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Development Goals. The criteria give an idea of where the economy stands in relation to various
sustainable development goals to be achieved in 10 years (such as education and environment,
inclusion and empowerment, aging and health). An important component of competitiveness
research is bringing the used criteria into line with important problems of the world economy.
Let's consider Ukraine's position in the rating compared to EU countries in 2020 (see Fig. 3).

Currently, Ukraine occupies the 55th place out of 63, and accordingly, only Croatia (60th
position) and Slovakia (57th position) have worse indicators than Ukraine.

No rating provides an objective assessment of the country's competitiveness without assessing
dynamic changes in certain indicators.

In our opinion, the main challenge for Ukraine's competitiveness is the restoration of economic
growth, which would reduce unemployment and improve living conditions. In addition, it is
important to attract domestic and foreign investments, reform the judicial system, fight against
corruption, and end the conflict situation within the country. Thus, improving the quality of state
power institutions is a primary task aimed at improving the internal environment conditions,
which is an important stage on the way to improving the level of Ukraine's economy international
competitiveness.

The second aspect of improving the level of international competitiveness is finding the Ukraine's
foreign trade competitive advantages, namely increasing the existing ones and creating promising
ones. Therefore, it would be appropriate to analyze the Ukraine’s international competitiveness
from the point of view of the foreign trade balance and calculate the integral index of international
competitiveness.
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We will evaluate the Ukraine’s international competitiveness according to the specified indicators
(see table 1.).

So, as can be seen from the data calculated in the table 1., the Ukraine's international
competitiveness integral indicator in terms of the foreign trade balance tends to increase. So, if
in 2016 it was 0.975, then in 2020 it is already 1.037. In general, it can be noted that the Ukraine
foreign trade has a sufficient level of competitiveness.

Conclusions. In the paper it was determined that according to the 2019 Global Competitiveness
Index ranking , Ukraine was in 85th place among 141 countries (the highest was 72nd in 2008, the
lowest was 89th in 2010 and 2018). In 2019, Ukraine had one of the lowest positions in the GCI
rating among EU countries and other European countries. According to the global competitiveness
rating of the Institute of Management, Ukraine ranks 55 out of 63, and accordingly, only Croatia
(60th position) and Slovakia (57th position) have worse indicators than Ukraine among European
countries. The assessment of Ukraine's international competitiveness based on the balance of
foreign trade in 2016-2020 showed that the Ukraine's international competitiveness integral
indicator based on the foreign trade balance has a tendency to increase. So, if in 2016 it was 0.975,
then in 2020 it is already 1.037.

The conducted research proved that in the conditions of crisis phenomena observed in the
economy of Ukraine in recent years, especially after the full-scale military aggression of the
Russian Federation, the efficiency of the country's functioning and its competitiveness decreased
significantly.

In connection with this, ensuring the development of the country becomes an urgent aspect,
the improvement of which will contribute to increasing the competitiveness and efficiency of
its functioning in the market environment. This can be achieved through the formation of a
scientifically based economic mechanism, which defines a set of actions aimed at improving the
competitiveness of Ukraine. In our opinion, such a mechanism should be based on the improvement
of three main influencing factors: infrastructure, foreign trade, innovation and investment.

STRATEGIC DIRECTIONS FOR DEEPENING EXPORT RELATIONS OF
UKRAINE WITH EU COUNTRIES IN THE HIGH-TECH SECTOR
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Abstract. The purpose of the scientific article is to determine the strategic direcctions for the development of the high-tech sector
of Ukraine in the context of foreign economic integration with the European Union. The issue of export orientation of the high-tech
sector is investigated in the article considering its importance for the national economy in terms of the gross added value generated
by it.

1t is proposed to use a high-tech and export-oriented model of the development of foreign trade with the EU. In the current economic
model of export in Ukraine goods with low added value prevail. Therefore, the concept of increasing the share of exports of goods
with high added value is relevant for the Ukrainian economy, in particular in the context of the development of the Ukraine-EU
free trade zone.

Depending on the added value generated by the type of economic activity, and the share it has in the total volume of exports, all types
of economic activity of the high-tech sector are classified into four groups: strategic leaders (Computer programming, consulting
and information services provision, Production of machinery and equipment), potential leaders (Production of pharmaceutical
products; Production of other vehicles; Publishing activities, production of films and videos, television programs, publication
of sound recordings; radio and television broadcasting activities; Telecommunications (electrocommunication);Research and
development), current leaders (Production of chemicals and chemical products), problem sectors (Production of electrical
equipment,; Production of computers, electronic and optical products, Production of motor vehicles, trailers and semi-trailers). The
proposed methodical approach contributes to identifying the potential for increasing exports, increasing the added value created
in the state, and, therefore, structural restructuring of the national economy.

Abstract. The article is devoted to clarifying and substantiating the modern features of cooperation between Ukraine and the EU in
the field of international trade. The existing threats to Ukraine's entry into the EU in the field of international trade are summarized.
However, the threats identified by scientists are rather abstract in nature, and the possibility of the occurrence of these negative
events cannot be characterized as high. The advantages of Ukraine's accession to the EU in the field of international trade in
today's conditions are systematized and such advantages are divided into three levels: macro-level, meso-level and micro-level. The
principles of regulation of international trade by the EU in the new realities of the development of our state are substantiated: the
principle of antimonopoly regulation, the principle of responsibility for violations in the field of international trade, the principle of
preventing non-competitive actions of subjects of international trade, the principle of control of state aid to subjects of international
trade. Ensuring the effectiveness of regulatory policy in the field of international trade in the new realities of development is
achieved in the following directions: the inevitability of punishment for violating the rules of international trade; the growth of
fines for illegal actions in the field of international trade. The scientific novelty of this article lies in clarifying and substantiating
the modern features of cooperation between Ukraine and the EU in the field of international trade.

ISSUE OF HARMONIZATION OF UKRAINIAN COMPETITION LAW WITH
EU LAW IN THE CONTEXT OF DEEPENING EUROPEAN INTEGRATION

Abstract. The purpose of the article is to study the peculiarities and problems of competition regulation in Ukraine, as well as to
summarize the achievements in the harmonization of national competition legislation with EU law. To achieve the goal, a statistical
analysis of the dynamics of the number of violations in the field of unfair competition stopped by the Antimonopoly Committee of
Ukraine in terms of fines imposed and recommendations provided, statistical analysis of summary data on antimonopoly cases and
antimonopoly decisions of the European Commission was applied. The schedule for harmonizing the competition legislation of
Ukraine with the EU norms according to the Association Agreement between Ukraine, on the one hand, and the EU, the European
Atomic Energy Community and their member states, on the other, has been systematized. The priority tasks of harmonizing Ukrainian
competition legislation in accordance with EU rules and regulations are summarized. It was concluded that the principle of free
competition is fundamental in the activity of the EU, and the competition policy has the character of uniform regulatory norms. It
was emphasized that the adaptation of Ukrainian legislation to the EU legislation is one of the priorities of the modern policy of
our state and is the process of bringing normative legal acts of Ukraine into compliance with the acquis communautaire. It was
determined that there is a need to improve and ensure compliance of the current legislation of Ukraine with EU requirements, legal
regulation in the field of public (state) procurement, protection of intellectual property rights, state aid, technology transfer, vertical
agreements, concentration of economic entities. The practical significance lies in the further development of research on the issue
of harmonization of Ukrainian competition law with EU law in the context of deepening European integration.

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EUROMARKETING: PECULIARITIES OF APPLICATION AND TASKS OF
UKRAINIAN COMPANIES
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Abstract. The purpose of the article is to generalize the existing scientific views on the essence of "European marketing" and the
principles of its functioning, as well as to formulate the tasks of Ukrainian enterprises in the area of development and implementation
of their marketing strategies on the Single European Market. The article examines the genesis of the category "Euromarketing”
amid the European integration processes and the formation of the internal market of the European Union, considers the views of
European scientists, analyzes the achievements of Ukraine on the way to joining the EU: from the status of "partner" to the status
of "candidate for membership" of the EU. It appears that the basis for the emergence of "Euromarketing” was the creation of a
"single internal European Market". The article defines the main changes in the business environment of Ukrainian enterprises that
will run in the conditions of the single internal market, as well as advantages for enterprises and consumers, which Ukrainian
enterprises may face and the tasks in the field of marketing activity in order to overcome them. Euromarketing is interpreted as
the marketing activity of enterprises operating in the conditions of a single internal market. The peculiarities of Euromarketing
and possible marketing strategies of enterprises are analyzed. The main attention is paid to the change in the application of the
marketing complex in new conditions. Challenges of Ukrainian enterprises in the conditions of Euromarketing and possible ways
to overcome them are determined. The research has both theoretical and practical significance. The theoretical significance lies
in the generalization of scientific approaches regarding the emergence and content of Euromarketing, and the practical one is in
compiling a list of tasks in the field of marketing, the solution of which will allow to streamline the transition to Euromarketing.

Abstract. The purpose of the article is to assess the integration priorities of foreign trade relations of the Odesa region and the
European Union in the conditions of the functioning of the free trade zone..

Method. the system-analytical method was used,; comparison method - to determine the causes and degree of impact of dynamic
changes and deviations, grouping method - to systematize factual data; method of tabular display of analytical data - for displaying
analytical information.

The main trends in the development of foreign trade in commodity products of the Odesa region are analyzed from the point of
view of its readiness to be included in the processes of economic integration with the European Union. The dynamics of export and
import of foreign trade in goods of the Odesa region, the dynamics of changes in the foreign trade balance of commodity products
of the region are revealed. The trends of export and import of foreign trade in goods of the Odesa region with the countries of the
European Union were studied. The problems that hinder the effective development of foreign trade relations have been identified.
1t is substantiated that at the current stage, the basis of regional policy should be the formation of conditions for the effective
development of economic and sectoral cooperation in the priority spheres of economy. Priority directions in the field of further
development of international trade have been determined.

The practical importance of the study is to determine the features of foreign trade in goods in the Odesa region, the analysis of
trends, directions of its development and its place in the system of modern international trade relations with the EU.

Abstract. The goal is to generalize and characterize the tools of local economic development, identify business problems in the
conditions of martial law, and also find possible ways to support business in the conditions of deepening the European integration
of Ukraine. To achieve the goal, the synthesis method was used to generalize modern tools of local economic development that are
used in Ukraine and the countries of the European Union. Statistical analysis was applied to study the state and needs of business
under martial law conditions, including the analysis of the problem of business relocation, changes in the scope of business activity,
and the use of support opportunities provided by territorial communities and regional state (military) administrations). It was
determined that the changes formed under the influence of the war significantly affect local economic development and business,
in particular, the level of the Business Activity Index at the beginning of August 2022 was estimated at 25.16 out of 100 possible
points; 39.9% of enterprises have stopped or almost stopped their activities, and the average expected result of the business's
sales products according to the results of 2022 is estimated at the level of 50%. Regarding the business's own revenue forecasts for
2022 compared to 2021, it was noted that 20.5% of enterprises have a revenue forecast at the level of 50-80% of the level of 2021,
and 20.5% - up to 20% of the revenues of the previous period. Meanwhile, according to the survey, 76.1% of Ukrainian business
representatives do not interact with representatives of administrations and territorial communities. It was concluded that the
European Union can already help Ukrainian business through the spread of such local development tools as employment support
and financing of the voucher system. The practical significance lies in the further development of research into the tools of local
economic development to support business in the conditions of martial law and further European integration of Ukraine.

Formulation of the problem. There is no universal practical approach to the organization
of local economic development planning. Each municipality, sub-region or combined territorial
community is characterized by a unique set of opportunities and challenges, and therefore creates
its own approach that would take into account specific needs, existing difficulties, financial, natural
and infrastructural opportunities.

Today, the trends affected by the war in Ukraine also play a decisive role, so the list of factors
of change that were formed under the influence of the war will significantly affect local economic
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development. Undoubtedly, military aggression is a serious external shock that affects the economic
activity of business. The main goal of economic policymakers should be to help economic entities
maintain their potential and jobs.

It is important that the activation of Ukraine's course towards European integration provides an
opportunity not only to implement the best European practices, but also to attract support from
the EU. The European Union can use its mechanisms of economic support to help the Ukrainian
business sector survive in the conditions of the war and after its end. Since the proposals are based
on existing EU instruments, they will be easy to modernize and implement simply by including
Ukraine as a beneficiary.

Analysis of recent research and publications. Methodological and practical problems of
ensuring local economic development were studied in the works of such foreign researchers as
O'Brien P., Sykes O., Shaw D. [1], the problems of policy and support for local development were
covered by Demblans A., Martinez M. P., Lavalle C. [ 2] and Morais L.P. and Juan M. [3]; financial
instruments for supporting local economic development in the conditions of European integration
are disclosed in the works of domestic scientists Potoka, I. [4] and Slava S.S., Hapak N.M. [5] and
others.

Separation of previously unresolved parts of the overall problem. Despite the fundamental
methodological and practical research of domestic and foreign scientists examining the essence,
main principles and tools of local economic development and business support, many problems,
especially in the conditions of martial law and deepening of European integration, remain in need
of further research.

Purpose of the study. The purpose of the article is to generalize and characterize the tools of
local economic development, identify the problems of business in the conditions of martial law, as
well as search for possible ways to support business in the conditions of deepening the European
integration of Ukraine.

Basic material. Ensuring successful local economic development in today's global economy
requires modernization of infrastructure facilities, development of human capital, and support for
business development. The instruments of economic development of territories include a number
of categories, which include business support instruments, instruments aimed at the development
of human capital, instruments aimed at increasing the attractiveness of territories (Table 1).

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If you give a specific characteristic to the specified tools, you can note the following. So, if you
characterize business support tools, you should say the following.

Business support centers are institutions whose task is to support small and medium-sized
businesses for their successful and active development. Among the successful examples, we
can name "DYB Ukraine", created within the framework of the regional partnership of Sweden
and Ukraine and aimed at the implementation of applied educational programs for owners and
managers of companies based on innovative approaches of Swedish management.

Microcredit is a financial mechanism by which entrepreneurs from a certain territory or industry
receive small loans for a long period on a revolving basis. For example, the Mazovian Loan Fund
(Poland), which was created to help those who are just starting a business with budget funds,
grants and income from business.

Guarantees, that is, the obligation of a third institution to fully or partially make payments in
favor of the creditor in case of default by the borrower. Among the Ukrainian initiatives, we can
mention the regional loan interest reimbursement program implemented by the Department of
Economic Policy of the Lviv Regional State Administration.

Grants for business are a financial mechanism by which you can receive irrevocable financial
assistance in accordance with the priorities of the grantor. For example, there is a grant program
in Ukraine, which Japan finances together with UNDP. With its help, 270 business plans were
supported with an average grant amount of 6,000 dollars [6;7].

Local economic development agencies are intersectoral institutions that extend their activities
to a certain territory in order to implement projects in accordance with the priorities of socio-
economic development. For example, the Agency for the Development of the Gorenska Region
(Slovenia), unites 18 municipalities of the region and connects entrepreneurs, municipalities and
financial institutions in the implementation of EU-funded projects.

Business incubators, i.e. office and/or production spaces provided for the use of start-up
entrepreneurs on preferential terms for a certain period. Thus, Incubator 1991 operates in Ukraine
— the first non-commercial incubator in the country, which helps startups that provide services to
Ukrainian citizens, enterprises and state bodies [1].

Seed funding - funds from investment funds, firms or private individuals for business investment
in the territory. For example, the Association of Business Angels UAangel provides a platform for
entrepreneurs and local and international investors to meet.

The Technology Transfer Center is a specialized organization that ensures the commercialization
of the results of scientific research and research and development works, the transfer and/or
development of technologies, know-how. Thus, Venetto Innovation was created by the regional
administration of Venice to promote and develop applied research and innovation among small
and medium-sized enterprises.

An industrial park is an area ready for the location of factories, equipped with energy carriers,
transport infrastructure and managed by a management company. So, in the Rozdil subregion
(Lviv region), the local authorities initiated the creation of the Novorozdil Industrial Park, which
will specialize in the industry of eco-saving materials, products and technologies.

Technopark / science and technology park - centers that provide favorable conditions for
scientific and technical innovation projects, which are carried out by the joint efforts of scientific
centers and industry [4; 5; 6].

Generalization of human capital support tools allows us to give them the following characteristics.

The map of human capital is an overview of human resources, containing demographic
characteristics of the population of a certain territory, a general analysis of the level of education,
competencies and employment potential. For example, London's Human Capital Needs program
analyzes the human capital needed to develop London as a city for doing business in the digital
economy.

Business and education cooperation programs - the obligation of a third institution to fully or
partially make payments in favor of the creditor in case the borrower defaults on the loans received.

Vocational guidance programs are a system of activities aimed at supporting young people in
choosing a profession and promoting professions necessary for the region. Thus, the Lviv City
Council implements an internship program that gives a young person the opportunity to decide on
areas of activity that would bring public benefit.

Employment support - a system of programs for retraining and improving the qualifications of
personnel, the task of which is to adapt the level of training of the workforce to the needs of the
market in the territory. For example, the authorities of the city of Gdynia and the state employment
center of the Pomeranian Voivodeship (Poland) created the City of Professions, the task of which
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is to provide free help in the field of professional development and starting your own business.

Non-formal education is a comprehensive offer of educational opportunities outside the main
program of educational institutions, which stimulates the development of the human capital of the
region. An interesting example in Ukraine is the initiative "Building Ukraine Together" (Lviv) - a
system of camps for youth, the purpose of which is the exchange of experience for youth from
different regions of Ukraine.

Inclusion programs - programs for adaptation of various spheres of social life for persons with
disabilities and marginalized sections of the population. For example, the project "Refugees on
Rails" Berlin (Germany), designed to help refugees get qualifications to improve their chances on
the labor market.

Creative and cultural industries - activities based on creativity, unique skills or talents that can
create added value and jobs. For example, "Leipzig Baumwollspinerei”, Leipzig (Germany) is a
site that used to be a cotton factory, and today it is one of the most interesting exhibition grounds
of modern art in Europe.

Creative spaces are establishments that create comfortable working conditions and a
communication environment for creative entrepreneurs and people with free specialties. A similar
initiative "Urban Space" is implemented in Ivano-Frankivsk, and the net profit from the activity is
generated for the development of projects in the city [3].

International cooperation programs are events whose task is to establish sustainable interaction
with international partners and provide opportunities for youth and business. As an example, we
can cite the International Forest and Timber Institute, which includes the regions of Germany,
Ukraine, Moldova, Georgia, Armenia, and Azerbaijan within the framework of the European
Neighborhood Policy in the forest sector.

The project office is a mechanism for managing long-term infrastructure projects with significant
budgets and high complexity for attracting credit and grant funds from international financial
institutions to solve infrastructure problems. Thus, in Ukraine, on the initiative of Lviv Electrotrans
LLC and with the support of the EBRD, works were carried out on the conversion of traction
power stations, technical equipment in the tram depot, renewal of rolling stock [3].

A number of tools are also used to increase the attractiveness of territories.

Clusters are associations of companies, organizations, scientific and educational institutions that
work in the same or related fields and are geographically close. A successful example in Ukraine
can be considered the Woodworking and Furniture Manufacturing Cluster (Western Ukraine),
which was created to expand sales markets, improve technologies, and promote the industry as a
whole.

Interregional prOJects are programs aimed at 1ncreasmg the competitiveness of regions and
subregions and creating regional brands through cooperation mechanisms. In Ukraine, among
these, we can name the Cultural Forum "PogranKult" as a platform for dialogue between East and
West, where new interregional creative content is created.

Public-private partnerships are a system of relations between public and private partners, in the
implementation of which the resources of both partners are combined for the creation of new and/
or modernization of existing infrastructure facilities. A successful example is the initiative of the
city government of Smovzyno (Poland), under which water treatment infrastructure was handed
over as a concession to a private company.

The program for the development of territories of business presence is a strategy for the
development of large companies, according to which they invest in the development of the territories
where their assets are located. Thus, the social partnership program of the DTEK company is the
main tool for the development of regions and the creation of conditions for living and working in
the cities where the company's enterprises are located.

The Investment Attraction Center is an institution whose task is to disseminate information
about the investment opportunities of the territory and support companies in the investment
process. For example, the regional government of Bavaria (Germany) created the Federal Land
Investment Promotion Agency, with the help of which more than 1,450 investment projects have
been implemented, thanks to which more than 40,000 jobs have been created.

Infrastructure development - preparation and implementation of projects aimed at systemic
changes in the territory's infrastructure in accordance with strategic development goals. Such
projects are implemented by the Zhytomyr City Council within the framework of work with the
East European Partnership for Energy Efficiency fund, the Swedish Sida and the German GIZ.

Promotion of the territory is a complex of activities, the task of which is to improve the
recognizability of the territory at the national and international levels, as well as to increase its
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competitiveness. The creation of tourist information infrastructure at the initiative of the city
authorities of Lviv is interesting.

The spatial development strategy is considered as an integrated plan for the territorial and visual
development of the settlement, taking into account the strategic interests of the development of the
territory with the involvement of the community.

Revitalization and reclamation - the process of restoring the urban or natural environment or
abandoned industrial facilities, with the aim of returning them to their lost purpose or giving them
a new one. Thus, in Kyiv, on the territory of the former Darnytskyi Silk Factory, the Art Factory
"Platforma" was created as a cluster for the development of creativity, own business and self-
realization.

Anchor projects are large landmark projects in the form of the creation of new educational and
scientific institutions, cultural institutions and recreational zones, industrial zones and logistics
centers, which become points of attraction of the territory. The experience of the partnership
"Arabianranta" between the Ministry of Trade and Industry of Finland, the University of Art and
Design of Helsinki, the city authorities and developers for the revitalization of former industrial
districts can be cited [6; §; 9].

It should be noted that if by February 24, 2022 Ukraine had developed a significant number of
modern tools for the economic development of territories, then in the conditions of martial law
the needs and the state of business development changed significantly under the influence of force
majeure circumstances. First of all, this concerns changes in the scope of enterprise activity (Fig.

).

It should be noted that during the five months of the war, 39.9% of enterprises stopped or
almost stopped their activities, if we compare their activity indicators with the similar period until
February 24, 2022

The next issue that Ukrainian enterprises had to solve was the issue of relocation (Fig. 2).

According to the own estimates of the owners of small and medium-sized businesses, direct
losses as 0f 07/31/22, that is, losses of resources, goods, fixed assets, relocation costs, are estimated
by 23.1% of enterprises to be approximately 10,000 US dollars, 22.7% - in the amount of 10,000
to 50,000 USD. Meanwhile, the total direct losses of small and medium-sized businesses from
the beginning of the war to the beginning of August were estimated at 87 billion US dollars.
The average expected result of business sales based on the results of 2022 is estimated at 50%.
With regard to business forecasts of revenues for 2022 compared to 2021, it was noted that 20.5
enterprises have revenue forecasts at the level of 50-80% of the level of 2021, and 20.5% - up to
20% of the revenues of the previous period. In general, the level of the Business Activity Index
at the beginning of August 2022 was estimated at the level of 25.16 out of 100 points of the
maximum value [10].

In this regard, it seems interesting to study the experience of interaction on issues of reviving
the development of entrepreneurship with representatives of regional state (today - military)
administrations and territorial communities. According to the survey, 76.1% of Ukrainian business
representatives do not interact with representatives of administrations and territorial communities

Surveys also showed that 82.7% of business representatives do not know about entrepreneurship
support programs from territorial communities and regional administrations at all, or are not
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involved in such programs in the current region of location [10].

Undoubtedly, in the conditions of hostilities, European partners mostly reoriented themselves to
military support of Ukraine and assistance to refugees, therefore today it is extremely necessary
to strengthen cooperation with European partners at the local level regarding the deployment of
new business programs and projects. Economists believe that in the context of deepening the
integration of Ukraine, the European Union can already help Ukrainian business without attracting
large financial resources and with the benefit of European entrepreneurs. As such support, the
spread of such local development tools as employment support and funding of the voucher system
to Ukraine can be considered.

The EU's tool to support the preservation of jobs was introduced when countries faced the
problem of employing millions of people with the start of the Covid-19 pandemic. At that time, the
EU created the SURE fund in the amount of 100 billion euros, within which schemes for saving
jobs are implemented. From these funds, the fund pays subsidies to employers for the wages of
workers who are not involved in work during the crisis. Subsidies allow companies in a difficult
situation not to lay off workers, but to pay wages for a reduced working day or for a temporary
vacation [11].

In order to save hundreds of thousands of jobs in Ukraine, the EU can provide grants for the
introduction of the appropriate system. In the conditions of war, the preservation of jobs will
facilitate the return of internally displaced persons and refugees to their permanent place of
residence. The approximate estimate of the annual cost of the SURE instrument for Ukraine is
estimated at 4.5-5 billion euros.

The voucher scheme provides for the provision of a document that gives the right to receive
irrevocable financial assistance, which can be used for full or partial reimbursement of the cost of
goods or services. In the EU, there are many voucher schemes at the national and local levels, as
well as at the level of cross-border cooperation [12]. Voucher schemes of the European Union can be
used to support cooperation between Ukrainian businesses and businesses with the EU. These can
be short-term agreements for the purchase of goods and services; long-term cooperation through
the entry of Ukrainian business into value chains and joint projects in the fields of development,
innovation and digitalization. Technically, the vouchers will be received by Ukrainian enterprises,
and funds for their use will be paid to entrepreneurs from the EU on the condition of cooperation
with Ukrainian business partners. Voucher schemes will help increase Ukrainian business income
and initiate long-term cooperation and reorientation of domestic entrepreneurs to markets and
partners from EU countries.

Conclusions. Thus, the statistical analysis showed that 39.9% of enterprises almost stopped their
activities in war conditions, 20.5% of enterprises have a forecast of revenues at the level of 50-
80% of the level of 2021, and 20.5% predict a drop to 20 % of income of the previous period. . At
the same time, 76.1% of Ukrainian business representatives do not interact with representatives of
administrations and territorial communities under business support programs. It was concluded that
the European Union can help Ukrainian business through the expansion of such local development
tools as employment support and financing of the voucher system. Today's absolute priority is the
identification of top-priority tasks and the search for approaches, methods and tools that will help
local self-government bodies to ensure their maximum efficiency in the management resource
potential of the respective territories and to solve problems related to the relocation of businesses
and the relocation of the population to the central and western parts of the country. Despite the
risk of a protracted conflict, the authorities should already think about restoring the economy
and developing the territory. Studying the experience of other states, Ukraine should develop its
own effective mechanism for managing the organization of the development of the territory for
the prospects of the development of territorial communities in the conditions of martial law and
European integration.
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Abstract. The purpose of the article is to study the current state of international transport and logistics cooperation between
Ukraine and the EU and the problems and prospects of its development under the conditions of the Association Agreement between
Ukraine and the EU. To achieve the goal, the construction of the polygon of the overall rating and rating points according to the
indicators of Ukraine in the Logistics Performance Index (LPI), statistical analysis of the indicators of the export of services of
the transport sector of Ukraine to the EU was carried out. A statistical analysis of the export of transport services was applied in
terms of the most important sectors: sea, road and railway transport. A generalization of the main directions of the current state of
cooperation between Ukraine and the EU in various types of transport and legislative support of the integration process has been
carried out. Based on the results of the study, it was found that the LPI indicators for Ukraine are experiencing a significant drop. It
was determined that the main geographical destinations for the export of international road transportation services to the EU are
Poland, Germany, Hungary, Romania, Italy, the Czech Republic, and the Netherlands (with a share of about 60% of the value of
the total turnover with the EU); The EU is an important market for the export of Ukrainian maritime transport services (about 27%
of the country's total export of maritime services), the volume of export of rail transport services to the EU decreased by almost
3 times compared to 2013. It is noted that in order to ensure Ukraine's integration into the EU transport system, it is necessary
to strengthen cooperation in the implementation of agreements in the field of transport; to harmonize the legal framework with
the relevant legal norms of the EU; bring technical, technological and environmental standards and requirements in the field of
transport closer to EU standards, to develop directions for the development of the transport network of Ukraine in the format of
integrated transport corridors, to develop a plan to restore the integrity of the transport system of Ukraine in the post-war period.
The practical significance lies in the further development of research on international transport and logistics cooperation between
Ukraine and the EU, which should become the basis for the formation of decisions for the post-war development of the economy.
Keywords: international cooperation in the transport sector, the Association Agreement between Ukraine and the EU, international
road transport, international rail transport, international water transport, export of transport sector services.

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Formulation of the problem. An effective multimodal transport and logistics system is of
priority importance for economic growth and the post-war revival of Ukraine's economy. Effective
logistics is important both for the domestic market, so that affordable and reliable transport and
logistics services can help the economy develop, and thanks to the complex and integrated, in
particular in the European space, the transport and logistics system of Ukraine, the export, import
and transit of goods and passengers can be intensified.

With the development of integration processes in the EU, a separate direction of European
integration emerged - transport logistics in the European dimension, which reflects the process
of forming a pan-European transport and logistics network with the creation of appropriate
communications and logistics terminals. Ukraine is increasingly joining the integration into the
European transport space. Cooperation in the field of transport is regulated by the Association
Agreement between Ukraine and the European Union, the European Atomic Energy Community
and their member states and aims to promote the development of stable transport systems, the
implementation of efficient and safe transport, as well as the intermodality and interoperability of
transport systems. In accordance with Chapter 7 of Section 5 of the Agreement, this cooperation
is aimed at facilitating the restructuring and renewal of the transport sector of Ukraine and the
gradual harmonization of current standards and policies with those in the EU. Cooperation is also
aimed at improving the movement of passengers and goods, increasing the flow of transport flows
between Ukraine, the EU and third countries of the region due to the elimination of administrative,
technical, border and other obstacles, improving the transport network and modernizing the
infrastructure.

Analysis of recent research and publications. International cooperation between Ukraine
and the European Union in general and transport and logistics cooperation in particular is a
popular topic among scientists, so it is possible to note the presence of a significant number of
publications on the stated problem. In particular, the works of O. Kyrylenko, I. Zarubinska and
V. Novak, V. Yanovska; N. Fedyai were devoted to the study of the integration of the transport
and logistics infrastructure of Ukraine into the European transport network [1-3]. Separate issues
of the development of mutual trade, including transport services, the development of regional
cooperation and the effects of trade after the signing of the Association Agreement, as well as
the impact of the war on the effects of cooperation between Ukraine and the EU are revealed in
the works of V. Astrov, M. Ghodsi, R. Grieveson; M. Dabrowski, M. Dominguez-Jiménez and G.
Zachmann; S. Matuszak [4—6], etc.

Separation of previously unresolved parts of the overall problem. Since the international
transport and logistics cooperation between Ukraine and the EU has a constant tendency to
develop, especially in the context of the further implementation of the provisions of the Association
Agreement and the acquisition of the status of a candidate for the EU, the need for the post-
war renewal of the country's transport sector, the problem remains relevant and requires further
research in the dynamics of time.

Purpose of the study. The purpose of the article is to study the current state of international
transport and logistics cooperation between Ukraine and the EU and the problems and prospects of
its development under the conditions of the Association Agreement between Ukraine and the EU.

Basic material. Ukraine has geographical advantages that determine its exceptional conditions
for the development and functioning of the logistics industry. Meanwhile, according to a study
of the EU technical assistance project, logistics costs in Ukraine are almost 18% of GDP. For
example, in the EU, costs for logistics services, such as transportation and storage, make up 10-
12% of the cost of finished products. Logistics costs for transporting grain, Ukraine's key export
product, from agricultural enterprises to Black Sea ports are approximately 40% higher than costs
for similar services in France and Germany. As a result, for example, agricultural producers in
Ukraine receive a smaller share of world market prices and cover the costs of inefficient logistics,
which, according to various estimates, lead to a loss of income in the amount of 600 million
dollars. up to USD 1,600 million USA every year [7].

Here are some indicators that characterize Ukraine's position in world logistics rankings. So,
for example, an important index characterizing the development of the country's transport and
logistics sector is the Logistics Performance Index (LPI), developed by the World Bank. The LPI
is a composite index based on representative data on transport and information infrastructure,
supply chain management and trade facilitation, calculated from a survey of international freight
forwarders and express carriers. The Logistics Performance Index (LPI) is used to measure the
efficiency of international supply chains. More than 160 countries of the world participate in the
studies, which are evaluated according to a five-point system and several separate characteristics
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[8]:

*  Infrastructure —availability and quality of trade and transport infrastructure (ports, railways,
highways, information technologies);

*  Customs — efficiency of customs and customs control;

»  International shipment —ease of organizing international cargo transportation at competitive
prices;

*  Logistics competence — the competence of specialists in the field of logistics and the quality
of logistics services;

*  Tracking & tracing — the ability to track and detect the condition, location and fact of cargo
delivery;

*  Timeliness — frequency of shipments, timeliness and reliability of delivery.

In 2018, Ukraine took 66th place out of 160 participating countries in the ranking of logistics
efficiency compiled by the World Bank. Compared to the previous version, Ukraine rose 14
positions and took third place in the post-Soviet region, behind only Lithuania (54) and Estonia
(36). Previously, Ukraine occupied the 66th position in 2012. However, in 2014, Ukraine's
indicators were even higher — 61st place in the overall ranking. The overall LPI of Ukraine
was 2.83 points (<3.0), which indicates a significant number of problems in the logistics system
of the country. It is quite clear that almost all six indicators of the LPI for Ukraine (customs,
infrastructure, international deliveries, logistics competence, tracking of goods, timeliness of
delivery) as a result of military operations will experience a significant drop in the next rating, and
the logistics potential of the country is significantly destroyed today.

Meanwhile, it should be noted that even before the start of the Russian military aggression,
Ukraine was lagging behind neighboring European countries in many of the components studied
in the LPI. The position of Ukraine in the LPI in 2007 and 2018 can be demonstrated with the help
of the following figure 1 [9].

It can be seen that from 2007 to 2018, almost all indicators of the Index had an upward trend, for
example, the indicators of "Logistics competence" and "Tracking & tracing" increased significantly
- from 2.41 to 2.84 and from 2.53 to 3.11, respectively. Meanwhile, it should be noted that the
"Infrastructure" indicator fell from 2.35 to 2.22.
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Considering the decline of logistics cooperation between Ukraine and the EU, it should be noted
that the transport sector is an industry that has e)((f)erlenced a catastrophic decline compared to

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Thus, it is noted that the European Union is an important market for the export of Ukrainian
maritime transport services, the share of which is about 27% of the total export of maritime services
of our country, meanwhile, after 2016, it is not possible to note a significant increase in the volume
of exports.

Ukraine and the EU have been cooperating for a long time within the framework of various
regional initiatives, in particular TRACECA, at the international level - within the framework of
international transport organizations, agreements and conventions ratified by the parties. Thus, at
the end of 2011, an additional multilateral format of interaction on transport issues was created
- the Eastern Partnership Transport Panel (Thematic Platform No. 2 "Economic Integration and
Rapprochement with EU Policies"). An important step in the direction of strengthening the
integration between the EU and the countries of the Eastern Partnership was the creation of a
common transport network between the EU and its eastern neighbors in 2013. The network was
developed in accordance with the TEN-T connections in Lithuania, Latvia, Poland and other
EU member states. In the same year, Ukraine and the EU initialed the Agreement on Common
Aviation Space as part of the Vilnius Summit of the Eastern Partnership, which defined the path to
the creation of a common aviation space between Ukraine and the EU and offered new commercial
opportunities for consumers and airlines of both parties.

In 2016, the transport ministers of the Eastern Partnership countries, EU member states and
the European Commission adopted a decision to extend the Trans-European Transport Network
(TEN-T) to countries neighboring the EU, including Ukraine. One of the target formats of
cooperation with the EU is the annual meeting at the ministerial level on the development of
cooperation in the use, restoration and maintenance of the infrastructure of waterways on the
Danube River and its navigable tributaries.

Today, the Association Agreement between Ukraine and the EU is among the main documents
regulating cooperation in the transport and logistics sphere. In accordance with Chapter 7 of Section
5 ("Economic and sectoral cooperation"), cooperation is aimed at facilitating the restructuring and
renewal of the transport sector of Ukraine and the gradual harmonization of current standards and
policies with those existing in the EU, in particular by implementing the measures set out in Annex
XXXII to this Agreement Cooperatlon is also aimed at improving the movement of passengers
and goods, increasing the flow of transport flows between Ukraine, the EU and third countries of
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the region due to the elimination of administrative, technical, border and other obstacles, improving
the transport network and modernizing the infrastructure.

Today, the main directions of European integration of Ukraine in the transport and logistics
industry can be characterized as follows (Table 2).

The process of implementing the provisions of the Association Agreement in the part that concerns
the transport sector of Ukraine requires the adoption of legislation that meets the requirements of
the European Union. For this purpose, the National Transport Strategy for the period up to 2030

has been developed.

This Strategy is designed to comprehensively solve existing problems in the transport industry
and contains priorities for its development, in particular in the context of the implementation of
the European integration course and the implementation of the Association Agreement between
Ukraine, on the one hand, and the European Union, the European Atomic Energy Community and
their states- members, on the other hand. The strategy defines the main directions of improving
the quality of the provision of transport services, foresees bringing the level of their provision
and infrastructure development closer to European standards, increasing the level of safety and
reducing the negative impact on the surrounding natural environment, responds to the need to
improve the management system, carry out administrative reform and decentralize the powers of
central executive bodies authorities, introduction of anti-corruption policy, corporate governance
in the state sector of the economy [12]. The Cabinet of Ministers approved the plan of measures
for the implementation of the National Transport Strategy of Ukraine for the period until 2030,
which contains defined steps for the implementation of tasks and measures of global transport
policy priorities, the formation of effective state management and determines the directions of the
industry's development. In particular, the plan envisages the design and development of a model
of the future transport and logistics system, improvement of passenger and cargo transportation
conditions, development of multimodal transportation, modernization and construction of transport
and logistics infrastructure facilities, improvement of state management of transport safety,
development of urban transport networks and others activities [13].

Individual directions of the current state of cooperation between Ukraine and the EU in various
types of transport and legislative support of the integration process can be characterized as follows
(Table 3).

Meanwhile, it should be noted the slowness of the tasks specified in the Agreement, which is
explained by many factors. On the one hand, we are talking about general problems, such as a
difficult socio-economic situation, an imperfect European integration policy in recent years, and
unfavorable external factors. On the other hand, the state of implementation of the Agreement is
influenced by a complex of specific factors, such as the quality and professionalism of the actions
of power structures in the direction of European integration, the coordination of their efforts, the
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effectiveness of planning and management of enterprises, etc. The main problems of virtually all
structural elements of the transport and logistics industry in Ukraine have long been a high level of
physical and moral wear and tear. In fact, the transport and logistics infrastructure does not meet
EU requirements and standards.

road transport | In 2020, a draft law "On Amendments to Some Legislative Acts of Ukraine
Regarding Regulation of the Road Transport Services Market" was
developed. However, a conflict situation has arisen with Poland regarding
permits for international truck transportation. At the time of signing the
Agreement, the permit quota was 200,000 per year, in 2018 Poland reduced
the quota to 160,000, reducing the number of additional permits for Ukraine
each year. In May 2022, Ukraine and Poland reached an agreement on

railways In the fall of 2018, a long-term loan agreement was signed between JSC

increased from 47 to 100 trains per day), which is part of the V Pan-European
transport corridor. At the end of December 2019, a plan of measures for the
reform of railway transport was adopted, which concerns the restructuring

of JSC "Ukrzaliznytsia" with its division into operators of infrastructure,
freight and passenger transport. An important aspect remains the technical-
technological compatibility of European and Ukrainian tracks, which leads to
the delay of trains at the border due to the change of wheel pairs.

inland water It is one of the most promising in terms of environmental friendliness and low
transport cost, although the level of cargo transportation by river transport remains low.
The draft Law "On Inland Water Transport", prepared taking into account EU
standards, has been registered. The integration of inland waterways into the
intermodal logistics scheme will strengthen Ukraine's competitive position,
stimulate the development of the shipbuilding industry, and relieve road

and rail traffic. Ukraine concluded a memorandum with the ministries of

13 countries within the framework of the European strategy for the Danube
region.

sea transport In 2017, the Strategy for the implementation of the provisions of EU
directives and regulations in the field of international maritime and

inland water transport was approved, and the plan of measures for the
implementation of EU legal acts was approved. In 2018, Ukraine passed an
audit by the International Maritime Organization and began implementing a
corrective action plan.

air transport A project of the Aviation Transport Strategy of Ukraine for the period until
2030 has been developed, the implementation of which will contribute to

the gradual integration of Ukraine into the common aviation space. Work on
the liberalization of air transport between Ukraine and EU member states
(Poland, Bulgaria, Greece and Estonia) in terms of the abolition of restrictions
on the number of designated airlines, points of departure/destination, and the
number of flights is active.

Of course, the war waged against Ukraine by the Russian Federation actually led to a complete
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stop, and in cases of port receipt often even to the destruction of enterprises in the transport and
logistics sector. After the large-scale invasion of Russian troops on the territory of Ukraine on
February 24,2022, export-import, as well as cabotage cargo transportation services were practically
not carried out by sea ports of Ukraine, cargoes in small volumes are received and shipped by ports
on the Danube River. We can talk about a certain recovery only with the start of the "grain corridors".
Thus, since the beginning of August, 12 vessels have been transported to the Mediterranean
Sea through the Ukrainian ports of Chornomorsk, Odesa, and Pivdenny through the maritime
humanitarian corridor, and a total of about 375,000 tons of grain cargo and other food products
have been exported from Ukrainian ports. The State Enterprise for Air Traffic Services of Ukraine
has suspended the provision of air traffic services to civilian users of the airspace of Ukraine due to
the high risk to aviation safety for civil aviation. Meanwhile, a number of logistics hubs have been
created within the railway connection in the western regions of Ukraine for the simplified import
of humanitarian aid, and to ensure the most prompt delivery of humanitarian aid, 14 European
countries have introduced permit-free passage to Ukraine for carriers of humanitarian goods by
road transport. The government of Ukraine is conducting negotiations on sending agricultural
exports through European seaports, in particular through the port of Constanta in Romania. The
possibility of railway transportation and increasing the volume of transit transportation by freight
transport is also noted, and Poland is currently working on the creation of a "dry port" on the
border with the aim of increasing the transportation capacity for Ukrainian agricultural products,
in particular to third countries.

Conclusions. Thus, it can be noted that in order to ensure Ukraine's integration into the EU
transport system, it is necessary to: expand and strengthen cooperation in the implementation of
agreements in the field of transport; to harmonize the legal framework in the field of transport
with the relevant legal norms of the European Union; to develop and implement measures to
ensure technical and technological convergence of the rolling stock and transport network of
Ukraine with the European transport system; bring technical, technological and environmental
standards and requirements in the field of transport closer to EU standards and gradually introduce
them in the domestic transport and logistics market; to develop directions for the development of
Ukraine's transport network in the form of integrated transport corridors, as well as the restoration
of connections that were actually lost due to the termination of cooperation within the framework
of Pan-European transport corridors; conduct an analysis of the "bottlenecks" of the national
transport network, which are combined with the TEN-T network, engage in the preparation and
prioritization of infrastructure projects, in particular for the inclusion of the internal waterways of
Ukraine (the Dnipro River, the Southern Bug River and a section of the Danube River) into the
regional network TEN-T.

In addition, it should be remembered that in the conditions of a large-scale war of the Russian
Federation against Ukraine, the effectiveness of the functioning and integration of the transport
system into the common European space will largely depend on the restoration of its integrity:
passenger and cargo routes, taking into account the demand for transport services and security
needs, organization of multimodal interaction, improvement of logistics connectivity of domestic
and international transportation, restoration of unhindered traffic of road transport in regions that
Were in war zones.
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
